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Negative Behaviours.
Behaviour refers to as our way or manner of doing things. The good ones are called positive behaviours while the bad ones are called negative Behaviours.
Negative behaviour can be defined as any action performed by a person or people which is not in line with the norms and expectation of people living in the society. It is an anti- social behaviour that is not acceptable by society. This is because it brings bad name, poor image and disrepute to the country.
Types of negative behaviour
1. Dishonesty: This is an act of telling lies and deceiving people
2. Examination malpractice: This is the act of cheating in examinations so as to enhance someone’s performance. This act limits the ability of students and makes them intellectually lazy
3. Cultism: This is a group that operate under secret cover at night. Members of this group take bloody oaths, while their activities are harmful and deadly to people outside their group.
4. Prostitution: . This is engaging in unlawful sexual relationship with several people for commercial purpose. This behaviour is negative because it can lead to the transmission of deadly diseases such as HIV/Aids, syphilis etc.
5. Disregard for time (African Time): Adults and students show high sense of disregard for time instead operate they call “African time”. Time is precious and must be manage well, because time wasted can never be regained. Procrastination is a thief of time.
Effects Negative Behaviuor on The society.
1. Value disorientation: It breeds low self esteem, inferiority complex, and low sense of hope for the future which affect the social ability of an individual to co-exist cooperatively.
2. High crime rate: It could lead to criminal activities which is the greatest threat to any society.
3. Inefficiency: When we do our work well, we are inefficient, therefore let efficiency and dedication to duty be our watchword and motto.
4. Disease: Negative behaviour such as prostitution exposes individuals to sexually transmitted diseases such as Hiv/aids, syphilis, gonorrhea etc
5. Low investment: Investors and industrialists are faced with great fear because of the effects of negative behaviour coupled with low economic activities. This affects the investment in human beings.
Ways of Promoting Positive Behaviours.
1. Mass education: Government must introduce educative programmes educating the public on the effect of negative behaviour
2. Proper Parenting: Parents and guardians should give adequate and sound education to their children and wards.
3. Correctional Punishment should be meted out to offenders with the aim of correcting and discouraging negative behaviours
4. Enabling environment: The provision of enabling environment for promoting positive behaviour
5. Reinforcement and Encouragement: Individuals that exhibit positive behaviours should be rewarded accordingly.
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Election and Electoral Bodies in Nigeria.
Election is the process by which eligible voters choose their representatives in government among the people. This is what makes democracy to be a government of the people.
Importance of Election.
The following are the importance of election.
1. Elections give people the opportunity to choose their leaders.
2. Through election the principle of democracy is promoted.
3. It gives elected representative the legitimate right to rule. It is a fair and civilized way of placing people in the position of authority.
4. Election will enable the government to know the mind of the people, which is called public opinion
5. It is used to assess the performance of elected public officers.
6. The people generally accept, support and respect an elected government.
7. Election helps to make governments to be responsive to people’s needs and aspirations.
8. It promotes healthy competition between the contesting parties.
Electoral Bodies in Nigeria.
The first electoral body in Nigeria was the Electoral Commission of Nigeria (ECN) which was established before independence to conduct 1959 elections. The Federal Electoral Commission (FEC) was later established in 1960 to conduct the federal and regional elections of 1964 and 1965 respectively. In 1978, a new Federal
Electoral Commission (FEDECO) was constituted, did the commission that conducted the 1979 and 1983 elections.
In 1998, the Independent National Commission (INEC) was established. INEC is responsible for the conduct of elections into federal and state electoral constituencies. For the conduct of local government elections, the conduct of local government elections, the State Independent Electoral Commission (SIEC) is in charge.
Need for Free and Fair Election.
1. Free and fair election guarantees good governance.
2. There will be peace in the society because the people will not be cheated.
3. It brings the right candidate to office.
4. Developed countries will respect any country that succeeds in conducting free and fair elections.
5. It fulfils the condition of democracy.
6. It brings in a legitimate and credible leader.
7. Citizens feel free to speak or choose whoever they want to lead them without fear or violence.
8. It makes the elected government responsive and accountable to citizens.
9. It brings about economic advancement, as the government is ready and willing to perform its responsibilities.
