Malthusian population theory
Reverend Thomas  Robert malthus was born on January 1766 to a well-to-do middle class intellectual family.  He graduated as a political economist and in 1788 ,he became a reverend minister. T.R  Malthus  his early  inspiration from his Father who was also a graduate as well as William Godwin and Jean Condecent, who were philosophers. Malthus  was always involved in discussions  with his father about the social and economic condition in great Britain at that time. It was Malthus' attempt to  criticize the above named two philosophers on their views about science, food production and population growth that he came out with the following proposals on population as embodied in his essay title; " Essay on population 1798". 
1. That human nature and impulse undergo appreciable changes over time.
2. He regarded and equilitarian society as unnatural, saying that in a given society everybody cannot be equal .
3. That nothing could be done to wipe out poverty which is inherent in a given society.
4. That poverty can never be related to either good or bad government.
5. Dirty change of any government cannot therefore stop poverty.
6. That human tendency could be traced as the source of poverty.
7. That wants would arise as human population grows above food production.
8. that power of human population could be increased far greater greater than the power of earth to produce food.
9. That if human beings are not checked in their natural form he want population will grow as a geometrical progression while food production increases at arithmetical progression.
10. In Malthus' views population will grow at the rate of 1, 2, 4, 8, 16, 32, 64... Why food production will grow as the rate of 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7...
11. That if population still remains unchecked human beings with double themselves in every 25 years and will increase 64 times in the next 150 years and that food will increase 7 times
12. that increase in food will lead to increase in population why lack of food will decrease population because many people will die of hunger.
Reverend Malthus went further in his essay to give a recipe on how to check rapid growing population. He divided the checks into two positive and preventive checks. the positive checks include those factors that bring about death of existing lives like war pestilence child exposure, infanticide, vicious custom etc.while preventive checks are known as the postponement of marriage and voluntary abstinence. Masters concluded that the two above checks can only control population growth and not to stop it because according to him the issue of poverty and always having more persons to feed will always remain as general laws of nature.
Events that proved Malthus wrong
1. the application of science made it possible for the production of food in abundance.
2. The establishment of thousands of industries.
3. Medical improvement prolong human lives.
4. The provision of welfare scheme for the poor and aged people.

1. Sex distribution shows how many males and females are in a country in a particular period of time. This is very important because it enables the government of the country to ascertain the sex ratio when the ratio of females is more than the males the government can project for a future rapidly growing population.
2. Age distributionrefers to the breakdown of the population of a particular country into age groups this age distribution which river is from country to country is derived from population census figures. However the population of a country can be divided into the following age groups : 
1. 0 - 5 years: these are the pre-school or what we presently call pre- primary or nursery school ages.
2. 6 - 11years: primary school ages
3. 12 - 16 years: secondary or post primary School ages
4. 17 - 21 years : post secondary or higher institution ages
5. 22 - 55 years : working population or labour Force
6. 56 and above : old age.
Note: groups 1, 2 ,3, 4,  and 6 fall under dependent population; group five is working population or labour Force.
The importance or advantages of age distribution
1. It enables the government of a country to know the number of people that are working.
2. The government can project how much that can be realised as income tax
3. Through the number of people that are working the production of goods can be determined.
4. The manufacturers can envisage what the future consumption of their goods will be.
5. it helps government to plan its budget based on the number of people in each age group.
6. It enables the government to determine the economic plans of the country.
7. It reveals the population of dependents and it helps government to plan for them.
DEPENDENCY RATIO
Dependency ratio can be defined as the ratio of dependent to independent. It is usually calculated as follows:
Dependency ratio is equals to dependent : independent.

This indicates that the local government has a low dependency ratio.
3. Geographical distribution refers to the breakdown of the population of a country into geographical areas. people of a country are scattered into different areas by geographical historical economic and social factors. the population of a country you cannot be equitably distributed into geographical areas. In a country like Nigeria the southern part is densely populated where is the northern part has low population density. This geographical distribution of the population affect the occupation of the people in the area. as a result of the fact that southern part of Nigeria has thick Forest the people are mainly farmers. Dino Dan people on the other hand are mainly cattle rearers because they're area falls in the arid zone and this encourages sparse population. This area also contains a greater percentage of grassland where the animals graze.
4. Occupational distribution is the breaking down of the population of a country into activities engaged in by men and women so that they may earn their living. this distribution is affected by many factors like the availability of natural resources the level of technological development the level of education, etc. Majority of the occupationally distributed population of west Africa falls into agriculture mainly because west African countries have agrarian economy. What does fall in two other occupations depending on their natural aptitude the nature of their training field of their educational specialisation, tc.
However occupation as a whole can be classified into four major principal divisions namely extractive manufacturing constructive and commercial services.
